NOTICE TO COMPETITORS
1) Please exchange your scorecard with a “marker” or fellow competitor in your group to record your scores.  All players are required to verify your hole-by-hole scores, sign and have your marker sign your scorecard before returning them to the golf shop.  Please return all scorecards to the pro shop immediately after play. 

2) All men play from the Silver tees & women will play from the Scarlet Tees.

3) USGA Rules govern all play except where modified by local rules as stated on the scorecard, posted in the clubhouse, and the notice to competitors.  

4) Lake on Hole #13 is a lateral water hazard.  Player may proceed under Rule 26-1 or use ball drop area provided with penalty of one stroke. This also applies if the ball enters this hazard while playing Hole #12.

5) Rule 25-1a is modified to DENY RELIEF for interference with a player’s STANCE by a hole, cast, or runway made by a burrowing animal, a reptile or a bird.

6) Immovable obstructions: Include French drains, irrigation control boxes, erosion control “waddles” not in a hazard & all constructed golf car paths at the tees and greens (others bordered at least on one side by turf grass may qualify for relief, play 2nd ball).  The maintenance road to the right of #9 is a constructed path and qualifies for relief under rule 24/9.  Railroad ties are NOT obstructions and deemed an integral part of the golf course and do NOT qualify for relief.

7) OUT OF BOUNDS: The practice range, practice area, and clubhouse area and the private property found on the back nine at holes #13, #14, #15 and #16, all defined by white stakes.  Maintenance yard to the right of Hole #9 & Hole #5 is out of bounds and defined by the chain link fence. 

8) Lightning: All players will discontinue play (rule 6-8b note) upon the earlier occurrence of hearing or being informed of the lightning danger horn blast, consisting of one long blast. Refer to rule 6-8b for procedure for non-compliance. Players may elect to finish the hole if a fellow competitor (or Marker) accompanies the hole with the player.  Players may not start a new hole during the delay.

9) Ball striking a power pole as well as power lines, transformers, resistors
or any part of the power line structure, requires replay of the shot without penalty.

      10) On the putting green, a player may repair hoof marks and dead moss spots in the same manner as the rules allow for the repair of pitch marks or old hole plugs.

      11) Rule 13-4c is hereby modified: Stones in bunkers are movable obstructions.
